Presenters will be assigned a block of time by the Graduate Studies Office.

The Annual CSUDH Student Research Conference provides a unique opportunity for graduate and undergraduate scholars to share their research or creative projects within a supportive community of peers and faculty interested in promoting scholarship and dialog focused on the intellectual pursuits of academic work.   Undergraduate students anticipating graduate work at either the master’s or doctoral levels are especially invited to participate. Up to ten students will be invited to present at the annual CSU Student Research Competition.

GUIDELINES

Each student must submit eight copies of the Student Delegate Registration form and eight copies of a written summary of the research to the Graduate Studies Office (WH – A340). The regulations governing this written summary are as follows:

· Attach a cover sheet to each copy of the written summary.
· Each copy must include the name of the student and the title of the presentation.

· The narrative summary may not exceed five double-spaced pages.  Use plain fonts and margins that ensure easy readability.

· Appendices (bibliography, graphs, photographs, or other supplementary materials) may not exceed three pages.

· Each written narrative should clearly state the following:

· purpose of the research (humanities may have a thesis or proposition)

· methodology (may not apply to humanities)

· interpretation of results or conclusions

· Value of research or creative activity – Why is what you did important?  What new ideas or information are you presenting?
· Each narrative must be a model of correctness, conforming to all the standards of scholarly and professional writing.

· Those in the Creative Arts and Design category may present an audio and/or visual record of performance they have given or a work they have created; their oral presentation should focus on the rationale and historical context underlying their interpretation of the material.  Some of the above may not apply.

· Analysis of literary or creative works are appropriate for the Humanities.


A faculty mentor must review each student’s written proposal prior to submission to the Graduate Studies Office.  Students will be selected to present in the on-campus event based on the quality of their research or creative activity and the quality of their written proposal.  Correctness counts!
ORAL PRESENTATION GUIDELINES
Students will present their work in a ten minute presentation before a jury composed of at least two faculty and an audience. Each ten minute presentation will be followed by a five-minute period of questions and answers.  Use of audiovisual material is encouraged.
