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Maintaining Classroom Decorum – Dealing with Disruptive Students 

It is the responsibility of all CSUDH faculty members to maintain class sessions in a manner that insures a meaningful educational experience for all of our students.  The purpose of this memorandum is to let you know that you have my full support in insuring that student behavior in NBS classes is respectful and appropriate and not disruptive to the learning environment.

Inappropriate or disruptive behavior includes, but is not limited to, coming to class late, leaving class early, talking to other students while the professor is lecturing, talking on cell phones, texting or using Skype during class, being rude and disrespectful to the instructor or fellow students, reading non-class materials (newspaper, magazines, etc. on line or hard copy) while in class and sleeping.  

If you have a student who engages in inappropriate or disruptive behavior, please first attempt to correct that behavior by counseling the student that his/her behavior is not acceptable.  You should further counsel the student and state that unless his/her behavior changes, you will refer the matter to the Office of Student Affairs for student disciplinary action which may result in his/her being placed on probation, suspended or expelled from the University.  In the event that such behavior continues after this counseling, please consult the Office of Student Affairs regarding formal student discipline charges or other appropriate remedies for dealing with the situation.

If a classroom situation arises where disruptive behavior is escalated to the point where the instructor or students are in danger, use the classroom phone or your cell phone to obtain emergency help.  The campus police number is 310 243-3639.
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
